LOCHMABEN: Bruce Statue. Appendix II/6

This statue was set in front of Lochmaben Town Hall in 1876 and it commemeorates the
Bruce family connections with the town,

Annan and later Lochmaben became important seats for the Bruce family, However
Robert Bruce, the sixth Lord of Annandale, had married the influential Marjorie, Countess
of Carrick in 1272 Their seven children, the first of whom was the future king, were born
at her home of Turnberry Castle,

The parish church, built in 1818 has the oldest bells in use in Scotland today. They date
from the 14th century. They are called Bruce Bell and the Pope's Bell, this one is sid to
have been the gift of the Pope to Robert Bruce,

ACCESS:

Public realm; status sited on busy road. Owned by D&G Council

There are several locations associated with Lochmaben, so a good central location is
recessary to grab attention.

Becommend: On-site panel positioned in front of, or near to, Bruce statue This might
be dependent on traffic managsment changes, as the island on which the statue stands is

vulnerable to heavy traffic,




LOCHMABEN: Castle. Appendix IL/7

This site is within ancther Sulwath Connections Project area.

This newer castle was built by Edward [ during his cccupation of Scotland in 1298, It
was much added to over the next hundred years and changed hands many times during
the war with England:

1306 - When Bruce became king, the castle was taken by the Scots,

1307 - Castle retaken again by the English,

1311 - Bdward Bruce captured the castle for Scotland again and it rermained with the
Scots until well affer King Robert’s death in 1329

In 1323, King Robert and the Earl of Carlisle negotiated the Treaty of Lochmaben in
an atterpt to bring stability to the Borders, The Treaty was the Barl’s death warrant and

he was executed by Edward 11 for treason, the Treaty consequently being ignored by
the English.

ACCEES:
Public park, picnic site, car park on private land. Crushed stone/beaten paths, rutted car

access, to be improved. Meonument managed by Historic Scotland, but no public access,

INTERFEETIVE MEDIA:
Historic Scotland have a faded and worn panel next to the castle interpreting some of
the Bruce history and in the car park there is a LINR panel.

Recomimend: On-site panel could be
positioned in the car park next to the LINE
panel. This will be linked to the on-site panel
near the Bruce statue,




LOCHMABEN: Motte. Appendix II/8§

On the golf course can be found the site of the original castle, built here by the Bruce
family in 1166. The family moved here from their original base at Annan, which was
severely flooded. At Lochmaben Robert the Bruce’s grandfather “the Competitor” died in
1295, aged 85 During Edward I's occupation of Scotland, 1 new castle was built by Castle
Loch in 1208, The original castle fell into disuse, but the date of its demolition and
disappearance are unknown,

ACCESS:

Motte wisible from road; no access to golf course. Site owned by golf club,

IINTERPRETIVE MEDIA:
Some indication in Kirkloch Brae of the location of the motte would be helpful. The
Caravan Park sign on the right could be removed to clean up this site,

Recomimend: Cairn/stone monolith could be placed in front of the wall adjacent to the
mmotte, This will be linked to the on-site pansl in front of the Bruce statue,




HIGHTAE (ROYAL FOUR TOWNS). Appendix II/3a

Hightae is the largest of the Royal Four Towns of Lochmaben - Hightae, Greenhill, Heck
and Smallholm - all of which lie to the south of Lochmaben, Strictly, they are villages that
were founded by Robert the Bruce after his victory at Bannockburn as a reward for
loyalty shown by his tenants in that area,

ACCESS:

INTERFEETIVE MEDIA:
A panel could be provided in Hightae willage recording the connection with Bruce,

Becommend: On-site panel positioned at a central village location.
