The “Explore the Seashore” events got off to a good start this year during the 

Galloway Wildlife Festival.  The first two on the 6

 April

Cally Walls Project 
 

Work has continued on clearing the walls alongside 

the B727 in preparation for the dry stone dykers.  The 

Fleet Valley NSA volunteers and Forestry 

Commission volunteers 

have cleared ivy, brambles 

and other plants off the 

walls and cut back 

overhanging branches, 

saplings and other 

undergrowth.  Ian and 

Kenny have dealt with the 

larger trees with a chain saw and Ian has strimmed off the 

roadside undergrowth. This has left a clear area about 2 

metres wide either side of the wall.  As we moved to 

working alongside the taller sections of wall we have added 

hardhats to the safety equipment we use. Meanwhile the dykers have started work.   

 

They have completed the small section of dry stone dyke by the Motte in the Cally 

woods.  As this dyke is either side of a well-used footpath, an information board will 

be erected there to explain the project and describe the importance of dry stone dykes 

in the countryside.  It is hoped to start dyke building training courses early next 

month.
